    This is a Divine command, my Christian friend, and none could be plainer and more pronounced. You cannot read your Bible and fail to see that God de�mands holiness in His people.


    What is holiness? In a word, it is free�dom from sin. You have not been a Chris�tian for very long without finding out that you have something in your heart that troubles you. You do not want it in your heart – you loathe it. The expression of this thing is varied — ill temper, pride, self-will, fear of man, unholy ambitions, are some of its manifes�tations; and all these things you deplore.


    The presence of this something in your heart is so pronounced and perplexing that you may have at times doubted the genuineness of your  conversion. All Christians find this condition sooner or later to be their experience, and generally sooner than later. You then, Reader, are not unlike others in having it. You must not “cast away your confidence” (Heb. 10:35). At the same time you must not think that this condition must remain. No! It may be cleansed away by the precious blood of Jesus. You can be made holy.  
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place, and in the proper manner, your need of this experience and your purpose to find it, thus making yourself a definite and determined seeker.


    4. You must consecrate yourself entirely to God in order to be sanctified. You are to do this as definitely as you did when you repented of your sins in order to be converted.


     5. You must recognize the definiteness and suddenness of the work of sanctification — that it is not a growth in grace, or a struggle, or anything re�quiring the time element. It is a Divine work of God done in your soul by the Holy Spirit.


    6. You must renounce all merit in your own efforts, or those of others, such as all tears, feelings, prayers, or even the merit of faith. You must trust in the blood of Jesus as the only meritorious ground of your sanctification, and then trust God to sanctify you wholly (1 Thess. 5:23-24). 


    The devil may say, “But you do not feel sanc�tified.” Your position must be, “I trust God to sanctify me now.” The devil continues, “But you do not want the blessing enough to get it.” “I trust God to sanctify me now,” you still say. 


“But you do not appear like others when they get the experience.” Your atti�tude still is, “I am trusting God to do this work.” “But you have no witness.” You still say, “I am trusting God.”

    You will find that most of the people around you do not understand about this deliverance, though they will frankly confess their need of it. Indeed, you may find not a few who will oppose and ridicule the idea, but it is Divine truth just the same. Your ears must be closed to all opposition from men, from the devil, and from your own heart.
